It is suggested that participants wanting to find a cheaper hostel or guest house nearer to central Tokyo, e.g., in Kichijoji or Shinjuku area. Railway is frequent (every 3-5 minutes) and usually reliable. 35 minutes and 390 JPY (one way) from Shinjuku to Kunitachi but more options.


Jalan.net may be good for fairly reasonable accommodations.

Timeout: Of all the budget hotels and guesthouses in Tokyo, this is the most central, located just a mile or so north of the Imperial Palace. Rooms are tiny but scrupulously clean, and all are non-smoking. Staff are on duty 24 hours a day and speak good English, and guests can hang out at the on-site Sakura Cafe, also open 24 hours.

The hotel has a shared kitchen, while you can grab a bite or sample a few of the 60 different world beers on offer at the Sakura Café, which stays open 24 hours a day.

As with its siblings, this budget-priced hotel has bilingual staff and a 24-hour café where sociable types can mingle, though the lack of dorms or communal bathrooms means that it feels less like a backpacker's hostel. Rooms start from ¥6,930 for a single and ¥9,000 for a double, including towels, toiletries and free internet (you'll have to go downstairs to get WiFi). The ¥350 breakfast is pretty basic, but includes free refills of bread, soup and coffee.
